Risks

A total of $25,000 is being included in the 2025 budget to support the Downtown Community 
Improvement Grant, of which $20,500 is levy funded in 2025.  While the budget has increased 
from $20,000 in 2024 to $25,000 in 2025, the levy funding component has increased by 
$15,500 (as reserves of $15,000 were used in 2024 to lower levy).  As there is only $4,500 
remaining in committed projects reserve for this grant, the remaining $20,500 will need to 
be funded by levy (this is an increase to levy for $15,500 for 2025).

If funding is not provided for the Downtown Community Improvement Grant, there is a risk 
that the program will no longer be able to be provided in the future.
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
